What should the display contain? 
The content of the display is dependent 
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is no wrong way to do it. 
 
For younger children, a more hands-on 
approach is recommended. For exam-
ple, color the country's flag, cut out the 
shape of the country and Oklahoma (or 
US) in the same scale to compare sizes.  
 
Try to incorporate topics that the child 
finds interesting, mummies and pyra-
mids may represent Egypt, volcanoes 
for Iceland - let the student enjoy mak-
ing a model. 
 
You can also dress in the traditional 
clothing of your country. The possibili-
ties are endless. Make it fun and inter-
esting. Here are some ideas that older 
students can display: 

Culture: Explain cultural characteristics 
of the country such as language, food, 
religion, entertainment, clothing, games, 
etc.  
 
History: Tell when and how the country 
was formed. List significant events in 
the country's history. 
 
Economy: What kind of work is com-
mon? What are the main products pro-
duced? What products are exported and 
imported? Can you bring an example of 
a product made in the country? 
 
Other: Find other interesting and unique 
facts about the country.  

Overview: Show the location of the 
country using maps and textual descrip-
tions. List the country's physical charac-
teristics including climate and land-
forms. Pictures are appropriate here. 
Show the country's flag and other na-
tional symbols. 
 
Population: Show the total population 
and also interesting facts about popula-
tion of ethnic groups and changes over 
time. This is a good place for charts and 
graphs.
