Ask questions such as: what did you find 

most interesting about this person? What 

was the most important thing this person 

did in their life? What was their worst mis-

take? Guide your students but help them 

make this their own.  

 

If this 

is their first time to speak in public, espe-

cially for the 

younger ones, 

find a poem 

of the per-

sonôs life, 

write your 

own or tweak 

one to fit.
